Apple's New iPad: The Screen Is Better, and It's Faster
By Dan Nosowitz. Posted 03.07.2012 at 3:05 pm

Apple just announced the newest iPad, which will be called the iPad, and not the iPad 3 or iPad
HD or iPad: Eddie Bauer Edition or with any other modifier. The big hits: it's got a better screen
("better” in this case meaning Apple has stolen all the pixels in the world and crammed them into
the new iPad), a faster processor, an optional 4G LTE chip, and some software updates.

So the big news here is the screen resolution, which is bonkers. At 2048 x 1536 pixels, it has
significantly more pixels than not just the old iPad, but also your 1080p HDTV and just about any
other "HD" screen you've got lying around. Apple’s again referring to it as a "Retina Display,”
which means that you won't be able to see pixels with your bare, weakened, organic eyeballs, at
least from the |5-inch distance Apple estimates most people have between their eyes and their
iPads. (Mote: Apple is clearly excluding cats, which have more sensitive eyes and sit closer to the
iPad anyway_ This is offensive, probably.)

Os grupos nominais sao formados por um nucleo, ou seja, um substantivo
(noun) + um ou mais determinantes (determiners) e/ou modificadores (modifiers).
Veja a tabela a seguir.

Computers for the disabled

Computers have taken a dominant role in our society. But what
happens if a perseon is blind, deaf or motor disabled? They needn't
worry. The latest assistive technology is designed to help them use
computers wherever they are. In addition, new laws oblige
companies to adapt the workplace to accommodate disabled
people. For example, the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA)
and the UK's Disabilicy Discrimination Act make it illegal for
employers to discriminate against people with disabilities.

To work effectively, most blind users need to have their
computers adapted with technologies. Braille keyboards have
Braille lettering on keyboard overlays. For output, there are
printers, called Braille embossers that produce tactile Braille symbols on beth sides of a page at a high speed. For
someone with limited but usable vision, a screen magnifier can enlarge text and images on the screen by up to 16
times. A speech synthesis system is used to read aloud the work on the computer. It has a speech synthesizer,
which produces the audio cutput, and a screen reader — the program which reads aloud text and menus from
word processors, databases and the Web.

Deaf computer users can also overcome many communication difficulties with the aid of technology. Visual alerts
are indicators that alert the deaf user, by a blinking menu bar or by a message on the screen, when they receive
new mail or when there is a system error. Electronic notetakers use software that types a summary of what is said
in meetings onto the computer screen. Textphones allow the deaf
to type and read phone conversations.

Motor-impaired werkers unable to type on a standard keyboard
can employ expanded or ergonomic keybeards, on-screen
keyboards, adaptive switches and voice recognition systems. Inan
eyegaze system, the keys on the virtual keyboard are activated by
the user's eyes, which they pause on a key for two or three
seconds. Switches are operated by muscle movements or breath
control. For example, a pneumatic switch — known as a sip and
puff — allows someone with quadriplegia to control the PC by
puffing and supping air threugh a pneumatic tube.
