Vejamos, a seguir, algumas regras basicas para o emprego dos phrasal verbs da
estrutura da Lingua Inglesa.

o Video 02 - About Phrasal Verbs

A phrasal verb is a verb plus a preposition or adverb which creates a meaning

different from the original verb. Entendeu? Em outras palavras,

phrasal verbs sdo verbos especiais da Lingua Inglesa, geralmente formados por
um verbo e um advérbio ou uma preposicdo (verbo + advérbio/preposi¢ao).

Essa juncdo faz com que o significado do phrasal verb seja, na maioria das vezes,
diferente do significado do verbo.

Vejamos alguns exemplos usando o verbo to /ook = olhar.

a. to look after = to take care of
b. to look for = to try to find
c. to look into = to investigate

d. to look out = to be careful, vigilant



e. to look over = to check

Ainda ha muitos outros phrasal verbs que fazem parte desse grupo e que, por
sua vez, possuem significados diversos (to look down on, to look forward to, to look
up to etc.). Para consulta-los, veja a indicacdo de site logo abaixo.

Segundo Parrott (2000, p. 109-110), ha quatro tipos principais de phrasal verbs:.

1. Intransitivos - ndo possuem objeto.
We got up early. The plane took off.

2. Transitivos e inseparaveis - precisam de um objeto e este ndo pode ser
colocado entre o verbo e a sua particula. She never asks me to look after
her children. NOT: She never asks me to look her children after.)

3. Transitivos e possiveis de serem separados - precisam de um objeto e este
pode ser colocado entre o verbo e a sua particula. Observe que as duas
formas sao corretas.

Can you pick up the boys?

Attention!

Quando o objeto for um pronome, este terd, obrigatoriamente, que ser
colocado entre o verbo e sua particula.

Can you pick them up? (NOT: Can you pick up them?)

4, Transitivos, constituidos de duas particulas inseparaveis.

You should look up to teachers. (NOT: You should look up teachers
to.)

|. How many types of network are there!

Networks are classified according to different criteria:

*Geographical area: PANs (Personal Area Networks) typically include
a laptop, a mobile phone and a PDA; LANs cover a building; MANs
(Metropolitan Area Networks) cover a campus or a city; WANs (Wide
Area Networks) cover a country or a continent.

*Architecture: In a dient-server network, a computer acts as a server
and stores and distributes information to the other nodes, or clients. Ina
peer-to-peer network, all the computers share files and peripherals
without requiring a separate server computer.

*Topelogy, or layout: In a bus network, all the computers are con-
nected to a main cable, or a bus. In a star network, all data flows through
a central hub, a commen connection peint for the devices in the net-
work. In a ring network, all devices are connected to one another in a
continuous loop.

*MNetwork protocol: This is the language, or set of rules, that comput-
ers use to communicate with each other.

IIl. How do | install a wired modem router?

A modem router is a device that connects your computer or home
LAN to the Internet.

*Plug one end of the phone cord directly into a phone jack, and the
other end into the ADSL port on the router.

*Plug one end of the Ethernet cable into your computer’s network
port and the other end into an Ethernet port on the router.

*Turn on your computer. To set up, or configure, the router, you'll
need to input some parameters, for example, your I5P's name and your
phone number.

lll. How do | log on to the Internet Service Provider?

You need to type in your username and password. Once you are
online, you can get email, look for information other Web, look up IT
words in dictionaries, try out new software, and sign up for R5S feeds,
newsletters, etc. It is important that you remember to log off after using
the Internet. An open line increases the risk of viruses, and hackers might
break into your computer to steal confidential data.

IV. What is wireless networking?

Wired networks are linked by Ethernet cables, phone lines and high-
speed fibre optic cables. Wireless network, however, use electromag-
netic waves, such as radio waves, to transmit data.

PHRASAL VERBS

The meaning of some verbs with particle (often called phrasal verbs) can be
easily understood from its two parts.

Look at the photos.
A network consists of two or more...

Separate networks are linked over a public network, the Internet.

However, many phrasal verbs have an idiomatic meaning, not predictable from
the meaning of its parts. e.g. carry (= transport); carry out (= execute)

Computers carry out the programs.

Certain particles have similar meanings, regardless of the verb (on/off, in/out,
etc.).

turn on / switch on (= starts the operation of something)

turn off / switch off (= stops the operation of something)



PHRASAL VERBS

Other common phrasal verbs in computing include:
e plug into (=connect):
Plug one end of the phone cord into the phone jack.
e set up (= establish):
What do | need to set up a wireless LAN?
e sign up (= register, enroll in a service)

Once connected, you can sign up for RSS feeds, newsletters,
etc.

e try out (= test or use experimentally)
You can try out new software on their site.
¢ find out (= learn, discover)
Search the Web to find out more information about WiMAX.
e take up (= occupy)
Fibre optic cables take up less space than copper cables.
¢ make up (= constitute, form)
Several LANs connected make up a WAN.
e fill in (= write the necessary information)

You need to fill in this online form.



PHRASAL VERBS

When the verb has a preposition associated with it, the preposition must
precede the object:

You can look for information on the Web. (not: look information for)

Separate networks are linked over a public network, the Internet.

When the particle is an adverb, it can precede or follow the direct object:
You need to type in your username. OR ... type your username in.
You can look up words in a dictionary. OR ... look words up in a dictionary.

Turn on the computer. OR Turn the computer on.

If a direct object is a pronoun, the particle must follow it.

You need to type it in. (not: type in it)
