There are also segments
featuring noiseless vacuum cleaners and muted doorbells to help make dogs more
comfortable around such common household agitations.

Executives at the network say their programming is scientifically designed to appeal
to dogs. “We have three years of research on how dogs react to different stimuli,” said
Bonnie Vieira, a spokeswoman for DogTV.

But can dogs actually watch, and benefit from, television?

What Are Auxiliary Verbs?

Usamos os verbos auxiliares em todos os tempos verbais. Essa classe de verbos
serve de ajuda ao verbo principal (main verb) da sentenca.

Os verbos-chave dessa categoria gramatical sao todas as formas dos verbos:

- to be (am/are/is/was/were/been etc.)
| am working at the university.

- to have (have/has/had/having etc.)
She has graduated

Quando a forma afirmativa (simple present ou simple past) nao contiver um
desses verbos auxiliares, teremos que lancar mao de outros auxiliares para elaborar
a forma interrogativa e a forma negativa

- do/ does/don't/ doesn't -> presente
Does he like to read a lot?

- did / didn't -> passado
Did you study yesterday?



Existem, ainda, outros verbos que, as vezes, podem ser enquadrados nesta
mesma categoria: will, shall, be going to e would. Esses e outros verbos modais
gue também estdo na classe dos auxiliares foram estudados com detalhes na Aula
05, como, por exemplo, can, could, may, might e should (PARROTT, 2000, p. 97-99).

Spending too much time staring at screens?

Between Internet research, emalil, Facebook,
TVs, cell phones and GPS navigators, the aver-
age American spends 8.5 hours a day staring at
various screens.

A, recent study by the Council for Research
Excellence found that people of all ages spenta
significant peortion of their day in front of
screens. Who is the group spending the most
time basking in the glow of screens? Consum-
ers ages 45-54, who average nearly 10 hours a
day of screen time.

Despite the availability of streaming video
online, T¥s are stil the most widely used
medium, with computers replacing radios as
the second. Viewers are only spending about
three hours a month watching videos online,
compared to the more than 151 hours of TV
viewing they normally average per month, ac-
cording to a repert by The Mielsen Co.

Signs of screen addiction

With everything from books to maps turning
digital, the amount of time you will spend in
front of a screen is likely to increase. More
time spent in front of a TV or computer can
lead to obesity, high blood pressure, depres-
sion and isolation from friends and famity.
