Ao longo desse curso, procuramos abordar diversos assuntos relativos
a leitura de textos em lingua inglesa, o que certamente ja contribuiu para
o0 seu aprendizado. Discutimos varias estratégias e elementos facilitadores
da compreensado de leitura. Entretanto, ainda nao discutimos, mais
detalhadamente, alguns topicos gramaticais da lingua inglesa, os quais
também funcionam como norteadores da compreensao. Esse é o caso dos
tempos verbais, objeto principal desta sétima aula.

Além disso, manteremos algumas instrucdes em
portugués.

Gostariamos de lembra-lo(a) da importancia de atualizar o seu banco
de palavras, com os novos vocabulos e expressdes da lingua inglesa,
adquiridos a cada aula.

To Start With...

Os aprendizes de uma lingua estrangeira precisam compreender os
tempos e as varias formas dos verbos a fim de reconhecer e identificar
cada um deles, seja para a compreensao de uma leitura, seja para
escrever um texto qualquer.

Antes de comecarmos nossas analises do passado, presente e futuro,
vamos entender o objeto central do nosso estudo: o verb phrase. Neste
video, iremos destacar também a diferenca entre uma frase, oragao e
periodo.

° Video 01 - Defini¢do de Verb Phrase

Definicao de Verb Phrase

VERB PHRASE é a parte mais central e indispenséavel da oracdo. E
composto por um verbo principal que pode vir sozinho na ora¢ao ou pode
ser acompanhado, precedido de um a quatro verbos na funcao de verbos
auxiliares.

Entdo, Para que Servem os Verbos?

As pessoas sempre definem verbos como "palavras que expressam
acdo". E verdade que existem os verbos que exprimem acdo (e. g. paint,
study), mas ha outros que sao usados com outros significados, como
existéncia (e.g. exist, be, become), ou como condicdo (e.g. enjoy, believe,
deduce), ou, ainda, os verbos que servem para estabelecer rela¢des (e.g.
determine, depend)

Na oracdo, os verbos possuem duas funcdes: MAIN VERB, o verbo
principal, e AUXILIARY VERB, o verbo auxiliar.

MAIN VERB: é o verbo que possui a maior carga semantica da oracao.
O main verb nao precisa de outro verbo para que a frase tenha sentido.
(e.g. eat, study, play, etc..)



AUXILIARY VERB: é o verbo que sé tem sentido na oragdo se vier
acompanhado de um main verb. Na oracdo, um auxiliary verb informa o
seu tempo verbal e é indispensavel para a formacdo de frases negativas e
interrogativas. (e.g. do, be, have)

Quanto a forma, os verbos sao classificados em FULL VERBS (e.g eat,

study, play, etc), PRIMARY VERBS (be, do e have) e MODAL VERBS (can,
may, could, will, etc..)

Como se Usam os Verbos?

Normalmente, existe pelo menos um verbo em cada oracgao. A
exemplo de muitas outras linguas, em inglés, o verbo, geralmente, vem
depois do sujeito e antes dos outros componentes da orac¢ao. Ex: He
drives well.

Em inglés, os verbos sofrem flexao, ou seja, mudanca na sua escrita
dependendo do tempo verbal.

E.g:
Plays - 0 “s” indica que o verbo esta no The Simple Present
Playing - o0 “ing” indica que o verbo esta numa forma continua.

Played - o “ed” indica que o verbo esta no Simple Past ou Past
Participle.

Time, Tense and Aspect

Para compreender o sistema de conjugac¢ao de verbos em inglés, vocé
precisa saber diferenciar os conceitos de TIME, TENSE e ASPECT, que sao
0s conceitos que indicam o status de um verb phrase. Assista ao video a

° Video 05 - Time, Tense and Aspect
Resumindo:

1. TIME é o tempo no nivel cronolégico (presente, passado e
futuro) e no nivel semantico

e.g. uma orag¢ao no Simple Present pode expressar o
presente, mas também uma ac¢ao futura).

2. TENSE é o tempo gramatical, a forma fisica [morfoldgica] do
verbo. Em inglés sé existem dois tenses: Present e Past. O futuro
ndo é considerado Tense, e sim, Time - o Future Time, pois a
forma fisica do verbo ndo muda nesse “tempo verbal”. O Future
Time é feito através de auxiliares e de expressdes de tempo.
Contudo, no nosso material, tratamos o Future Time como um
tempo gramatical, um Tense. Isso porque varios autores, dentre
eles, Betty Azar, usam o termo Future Tense para fins didaticos
em suas gramaticas.

3. ASPECT é uma categoria gramatical que reflete a maneira com
gue a ac¢ao é realizada, vivenciada em relagao ao tempo. O
aspect de um verbo pode ser Perfect ou Progressive. O Simple é
a auséncia (@) de aspect e o Perfect Progressive € uma
combinacdo do Perfect aspect e do Progressive Aspect. Veja o
uso e a forma desses aspects:

1. Simple (@) : expressa a¢des/ eventos permanentes,
completos, habituais ou fatos comuns.

E.g. We study every day. [evento habitual]
2. Perfect : usado para acdo/ evento que completou, ou
se completara antes de um dado momento, ou usado

para acbes com tempo indefinido.

Forma: have/has/ had + verbo principal no
participio

E.g. | have studied Chapter 06.*

[Ndo se sabe quando a acdo comecou. A oragao
esta num tempo indefinido. O tempo ndo importa]

3. Progressive : quando a acao/ evento esta em
progresso, que nao foi finalizada ou é temporaria.

Forma: to be + base verb + ing

E.g. We are working now. [acdo em progresso,
ocorrendo nesse momento]

Pode ainda haver a associacao: Perfect
Progressive.



4. The perfect progressive expressa uma a¢ao que tinha,
tem ou tera estado em progresso por algum tempo
num ponto especifico do tempo. Esse ponto de tempo
pode ser definido por uma expressdo de tempo (at 5
o'clock) or por uma oracado (when she gets home).

Forma: have-has/had + verb to be no participio +
verbo principal com ing

E.g. | have been studying for two hours. *
[acdo comecou no passado e continua até agoral

*A traducao dessa frase ndo faz muito sentido em
portugués, mas o importante é que vocé entenda a
ideia que ha por tras da associacao desses aspects.

A combinacao entre Time, Tense e Aspectresulta em doze tempos
verbais.

Facebook to Offer Path to Media

David Hyman, the founder and and chief executive of MOG, an online music service
that will be part of a new Facebook media platform.

According to the media and technology executives, Facebook has
made agreements with a number of media companies to develop a way
for a user's profile page to display whatever entertainment he is



consuming on those outside services. Links that appear on a widget or tab,
or as part of a user's news feed, would point a curious friend directly to
the content.

Spotify and Rhapsody, along with their smaller competitors Rdio, MOG
and the French company Deezer, are said to be among the 10 or so music
services that will be part of the service at its introduction; Vevo, the music
video site, is another. A Facebook spokesman declined to comment, and
media executives cautioned that details of the plan could change.

Spotify is the largest of these services with more than 10 million users,
according to its most recent reporting. The service began in Europe in
2008 and arrived in the United States in July, after protracted negotiations
with the major record labels over its "freemium" structure, which lets
people listen to music free, with advertising, or pay 5 or 10 a month for an
ad-free version.

Rdio and MOG, which charge 5 and 10 a month for subscriptions,
announced free versions last week in an effort to compete with Spotify.
And Rhapsody, whose service costs 10 and 15 a month, has just
introduced an array of social features centered on Facebook.

The companies declined to answer questions about Facebook's media
platform. And David Hyman, MOG's founder and chief executive, said that
the development of his company's free tier far predated Spotify's entry
into the United States. But Mr. Hyman said that the change was being
made to reduce the "friction" a nonsubscriber experiences when following
a link posted by a paying user.

To Conclude...

Os verbos da lingua inglesa sdo compostos de trés elementos
principais: time, tense e aspect. O primeiro (present, past and future) nos
informa quando algo aconteceu. O segundo nos informa a flexdo verbal
sofrida pelo verbo, é o tempo gramatical. Ja o terceiro (simple, progressive,
perfect and perfect progressive) nos diz como o verbo se relaciona com
cada tempo verbal.

A combinacdo entre esses trés conceitos resulta em doze tempos
verbais.
